WMPI Announces Execution of Agreement with SASOL on Using SASOL's Fischer- Tropsch Technology in the Proposed Gilberton Integrated Fuels Plant 

         

    GILBERTON, Pa., April 18 /PRNewswire/ -- WMPI Pty., LLC which is in the process of implementing a coal gasification based liquid fuels production facility, today announces the conclusion of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with SASOL, an integrated oil and gas company with substantial chemical interests.

    Under the MOU, WMPI and SASOL will, subject to a number of conditions, commence negotiations for the use of SASOL's Fischer-Tropsch technology in the proposed WMPI Project (Project).  The Project will be located near Gilberton, Pennsylvania.

    The Gilberton Integrated Fuels Plant is a demonstration facility that will co-produce 5,034 barrels per day of ultra-clean transportation liquids and 41 Mw of electricity for export.  The plant will process (reclaim) 1.4 million tons per year of Anthracite coal waste (culm).

    With the completion of the Gilberton Coal-to-Clean Fuels and Power Plant financing and following the successful start-up and operation of this facility, larger-scale commercial plants (10-12 fold increase in output size) are likely to be constructed.

    The WMPI Gilberton Waste Coal-to-Clean Liquids Fuels Project is sponsored by the United States Department of Energy, National Energy Technology Laboratory under The Clean Coal Power Initiate (CCPI) solicitation (DE-PS26-02NT41428).
