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SECRETARY ABRAHAM VISITS FUTURE SITE OF COAL-TO-OIL FACILITY

“Hundreds of Thousands of Job Potential Nationwide”

SCHUYLKILL COUNTY, PA.


US Secretary of Energy Spencer Abraham on October 26, 2004 met with  officials of  WMPI Pty., LLC at the company’s future site of a 5,000 barrel per day waste coal-to-oil facility in northeastern Pennsylvania.  

John W. Rich, Jr.,  president of WMPI Pty., stated that the project would create employment in the form of new jobs, not displaced jobs, in a region of the state that desperately needs employment.  In addition to creating 1,000 construction jobs and 600 primary and secondary jobs,  millions of tons of coal waste will be cleaned up which will reduce soil and water contamination.  Dependence on foreign oil will be reduced by the production of domestic fuels from domestic coal and coal waste.  

John Rich stated that WMPI’s coal-to-oil project was made possible in part through $100 million received from the Department of Energy under Round I of the Clean Coal Power Initiative (CCPI) program.  “This project is an investment based on the principles expressed in President Bush’s coal-related initiatives to use the resources our nation was given,” Secretary Abraham said. “Pennsylvania’s 250 million tons of waste coal may contain as much energy as 3-trillion cubic feet of natural gas--almost as much natural gas as the entire nation required last year for utility power generation.”

One of the other big “pluses” of the CCPI program according to Rich is that the solicitation motivated technology providers to team up to present innovative proposals that promote the use/development of clean coal technology.


The Gilberton project will produce 5,000 barrels per day of ultra clean transportation fuels containing no sulphur and low in aromatics and particulates.  This fuel meets all current and proposed USA transportation fuel standards.  The Gilberton project will form the basis for numerous other coal-to-oil projects.

“Plans include commercializing the technology nationwide which would create hundreds of thousands of new industry jobs,” Rich said.
